. Washer water setting: cold or warm water
. Drying: Use a cool or warm setting.
. To prevent shrinkage DO NOT use a hot setting and do not over dry

. Rewash garments to REMOVE FABRIC SOFTENER

. Stained garments should be washed 3 to 4 times.

. Line dry ONLY, the dryer will set stains.

. Do not use BLEACH

. Do not use DEET on garments — rewash if this occurs

The industrial laundry calls this under-wash. It is one of the most profitable parts of their industry...and an expensive luxury for
the customer.

To keep costs down on a rental program the customer should keep very accurate records on garments being ordered and
returned. These records are difficult and time consuming to keep and the cost usually becomes part of the maintenance cost of
the rental program.

Industrial laundries wash their uniforms in large volume. Wash and wear uniforms are then put on hangers and run through a
steam tunnel for drying. Individual pressing of garments is virtually non-existent. Using a home laundry, employees would get
the same or better results, with the garments actually lasting longer.

The standard contract for an industrial laundry is five years...That is a long time! If you are unhappy with your service you will
find it difficult and expensive to break this contract.

You should carefully read your rental contract before you sign it as the laundry is usually entitled to periodic percentage
increases throughout the entire term of the contract.

The consumer that takes the time to weigh the differences between rental and purchasing will be more satisfied with their final
decision on uniform.
